Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
Can you please tell me how many times fixed speed cameras in Scotland have been triggered in the last four years?
Can this be January to January in the years 2022, 2023 and 2024 and from January to the date of this request (October 18, 2025)
Can the figures be broken down according to the 32 local authority areas in Scotland? 
Are you able to state the highest speed recorded in each of those local authority areas in each year and specify the camera location?
First and foremost, I must advise you that while the specific location of these Fixed Speed cameras is held by Police Scotland, I am refusing to provide it in terms of section 16(1) of the Act on the basis that the following exemptions apply:
· Section 35(1)(a)&(b) - Law Enforcement 
Information is exempt information if its disclosure under the Act would substantially prejudice the prevention and detection of crime and the apprehension or prosecution of offenders by adversely impacting on the operational effectiveness of Police Scotland.  
Disclosure of the exact location would clearly indicate the enforcement activity of Fixed Speed cameras by highlighting their corresponding patterns/ trends, thereby encouraging drivers to commit offences based on the assumption that they are unlikely to be detected at particular sites/ dates etc. 
As such, the release of precise location-based data would allow individuals intent on driving dangerously to make an accurate assessment of the capacity of the Fixed Speed cameras, ultimately rendering the cameras ineffective as a road safety measure. 
This is a non-absolute exemption which requires the application of the Public Interest Test.
· Section 39(1) - Health, Safety and the Environment
Information is exempt information if its disclosure under the Act would be likely to endanger the physical health or safety of an individual.
Disclosure of location-specific data would signify which Fixed Speed camera housings are either not working or do not have a camera in them at a given time, increasing the likelihood of speeding and negatively impacting on road safety in these areas as a result. 
As such, to share location-related information would allow individuals intent on causing disorder to better gauge the probability of detection and take the necessary measures to negate such efforts. This would leave members of the public – other road users and pedestrians alike – at an increased risk of being the victim of dangerous driving. 
This is a non-absolute exemption and requires the application of the Public Interest Test.
As you will be aware, the two exemptions listed above are non-absolute and require the application of the Public Interest Test: 
It can be suggested that public awareness and accountability would favour disclosure, given the information concerns the efficient and effective use of Fixed Speed cameras. 
Similarly, disclosure of the information would also better inform the public debate on Police Scotland safety cameras and would contribute to the accuracy of the debate. 
That said, the need to ensure the efficient and effective conduct of the Service in relation to the prevention and detection of crime, and the public safety considerations involved in the delivery of road safety measures, both favour non-disclosure of the information sought.
On balance, it is considered that the public interest in disclosing specifically Fixed Speed camera data is outweighed by the likely negative consequences to law enforcement. 

Therefore, the table below details the number of all Fixed Speed camera activations as well as the highest speed recorded by an individual camera in each local authority area across Scotland from 1 January 2022 to 18 October 2025, inclusive

Data is taken from a live system which is subject to change and correct as of 24/10/2025.
In this instance, “triggered” has been taken to mean any time the camera has ‘gone off’ or ‘activated’ and so all Fixed Speed camera activations have been provided – this will include non-offences, for example emergency services vehicles. 
The data only provides the number of times the Fixed Speed cameras have been “triggered” and does not equate to the number of related offences detected. 
To avoid inadvertently disclosing any specific Fixed Speed camera information and in accordance with the exemptions detailed above, their location within each local authority is limited to randomised letters (e.g. Camera AG).
The data reflects the 19 local authority areas which operate Fixed Speed cameras – the areas not listed above have no Fixed Speed cameras and Section 17 therefore applies as the information sought is not held by Police Scotland. 
*Please note that since there is only one Fixed Speed camera within each of the local authority areas of West Lothian, Argyll and Bute, Falkirk and East Ayrshire, these four areas have been merged to prevent any location-based data associated with these cameras from being disclosed. 
In the case where local authorities have been joined together, the provided number of activations includes the activations for all the local authorities. 
It is also important to mention that for the 2025 period (01/01/2025-18/10/2025):
· The combined local authorities show the highest speed of 85mph recorded in the locations of Camera I and Camera F as the same speed was recorded by both cameras. 
· The Scottish Borders and East Dunbartonshire both show zero due to all of their cameras being bagged under dormancy strategy. 
I also want the locations of either the top ten or top five cameras in those years.
Although the location-based information sought is held by Police Scotland, as explained above I am refusing to provide it in terms of section 16(1) of the Act on the basis that Section 35(1)(a)&(b) and Section 39(1) exemptions apply.
To reiterate, we are unable to provide any location data for Fixed Speed cameras as to do so would reveal information about which sites were live at any given time. 
Thus, to keep within the FOI cost threshold set out in the Fees Regulations, the table below details the top five individual Fixed Speed cameras with the highest volume of activations each year from the same period, inclusive:
