Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
1. I was wondering if it was possible to get information on how many police incidents/call outs occurred in Kingsmills Elgin between January 2024 and current Date?
You clarified:
It was just really for Kingsmills so we can compare to other streets the same size later on. I'm not sure that's possible so if not can you let me know what other areas are covered in that beat code. The Postcode is IV30 4BU
The table at Appendix A below details recorded incidents within the IV30 4BU postcode area for the period 1 January to 30 September 2024.  
Please note that not all incidents will have been actually attended by Police Scotland, some incidents will have been resolved by other means such as a telephone call.

2. How many of these resulted in arrests?
The Criminal Justice (Scotland) Act 2016 removed the separate concepts of arrest and detention and replaced them with a power of arrest without warrant - where there are reasonable grounds for suspecting a person has committed, or is committing, an offence. 
When a person is arrested, a statement of arrest should be read over as soon as reasonably practicable and details recorded in the arresting officer’s notebook.  
A person is ‘Not Officially Accused’ (a suspect) when arrested and not cautioned and charged.  They are ‘Officially Accused’ once arrested and cautioned and charged.
If conveyed to a police station, the arrested person will have their details recorded in our National Custody System.  
There are situations however whereby a person must be released from police custody prior to their arrival at a police station - effectively they are ‘de-arrested’ - where the reasonable grounds for suspicion no longer exist.  In those circumstances, the details of an arrested person are not held electronically. 
As a result, we are unfortunately unable to collate comprehensive arrest data, as case by case assessment of all officer notebooks would be required - in addition to the partial arrest data held in the National Custody System.
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request and I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
For the reasons outlined above, Police Scotland do not routinely or otherwise collate data on ‘arrests’.
Instead, data is compiled and published based on recorded and detected crimes - Crime data - Police Scotland

3. How many individuals concerned?
You clarified:
As for how many individuals, again not sure if it's possible but it would be to show that out of maybe 50 call outs, it only involved 10 different addresses.
Basically we are trying to prove that the call out/crime rate for this street is above Average for the area.
I can advise you that the recorded incident data includes reference to 18 individual addresses - plus some incidents are recorded as the street itself, with no house number.
For privacy reasons, we obviously cannot divulge which addresses incidents are linked to, but I would stress that the data you have been provided with relates to incidents and not crimes.
Not all incidents will result in the creation of a crime report.  Many will relate to anti-social behaviour or other calls for general assistance/ advice etc.

Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only.
