Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
1. To ask the how many vehicles it owns or is in control of through arms-length entities and how many are LEZ compliant.  How many of those are frontline and deal with emergencies.
2. To ask how many vehicles have been converted to LEZ compliance (and how many are front line that deal with emergencies) so far and how much it has cost.
3. To ask how many vehicles are yet to be converted to LEZ compliance and how much that will cost.
Police Scotland is exempt from the LEZ rules and, as such, the information sought is not held and section 17 of the Act therefore applies.
By way of explanation, emergency vehicles are exempt from Scottish LEZs as detailed in the Transport Act (Scotland) 2019 which states that vehicles are exempt where the vehicle is being driven by any person who is: 
· undertaking their duty as a constable 
· providing a response to an emergency at the request of the Scottish Ambulance Service Board 
· exercising the functions of the Scottish Ambulance Service Board, the Scottish Fire and Rescue Service, Her Majesty's Coastguard or the National Crime Agency.
