Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
Do Police Scotland consider riding a bicycle on empty pavement where there is no bike path available an offence? 
Do Police Scotland consider going on pedestrian light with a bike an offence?
Do Police Scotland consider joining the road from pedestrian crossing an offence?
Do Police Scotland require bicycles to wait for green light at pedestrian crossing where there is no person crossing and no crossroad?
As you may be aware, the Act provides a right of access to recorded information only.  Therefore, questions seeking the creation of comment or opinion in relation to a particular query are not valid in terms of section 8 of the Act.
I can instead advise that police officers would base any decision on whether to prosecute a cyclist on the presenting circumstances.
