Was there any discussion between Nigel Farage's team and/or Reform UK and Police Scotland before his visit to Aberdeen and Hamilton and Larkhall on 02/06/2025? What was discussed?
Contact was made to Nigel Farage’s protection team to obtain itinerary for visit and discuss details of the visit.
Can I get all emails and written correspondence between Nigel Farage's staff and/or Reform UK dating from 01/05/2025 to 03/06/2025.
Can I get all emails and written correspondence relating to Nigel Farage, Reform UK, Richard Tice and Silver Darling restaurant, Aberdeen, dating from the 01/05/2025 to 03/06/202 
An accurate collation of the data for question 2 and 3 would require extensive research across all force divisions and departments with all officers and staff. This is an exercise that clearly exceeds the cost threshold outlined within the Act. Therefore, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
To be of assistance, if you reduce the scope of your request by identifying a specific person or department, we may be able to assist with this.
Can I also get any minutes of any meetings that refer to Nigel Farage, Reform UK, Richard Tice and Silver Darling restaurant, Aberdeen, from 01/05/2025 to 03/06/2025.
I can confirm that no meetings occurred, as such the information sought is not held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act therefore applies.
How many calls were received in relation to Nigel Farage and Reform UK on Monday June 2. How many calls were made by Nigel Farage's team or Reform UK in relation to the visit?
