1. Has your force ever captured cyclists breaking the speed limit by speed cameras operated by your force? 
1. If so, please break down the number of times cyclists triggered speed cameras operated by your force because they were cycling above the speed limit. Please break it down for the current calendar year to date (2025) and last year (2024) and the year before that (2023).
I can confirm that since January 2023, there has only been one instance of a cyclist travelling above the speed limit, which was detected by a speed camera on 29 May 2024. 

1. For each case, please specify what the speed limit was that was broken by the cyclist - was it a 20mph limit, 30mph, 40mph, 50mph etc.? 
I can confirm that the cyclist was detected speeding in a 30mph speed limit zone. 

1. Were any cyclists arrested or reprimanded for breaking speed limits and if so please specify.
There was no further action taken regarding this speeding offence as without a vehicle registration it was not possible to trace the offender.
