(Between 2013 and 2023 how many Police Scotland officers fell outwith their safety training renewal period? (If possible, can you split this up by how many have fallen outwith their renewal period each year.) 
[bookmark: _Hlk169620214]In response to your request, I would advise that information for the period 2013 up to 2023 is no longer held in line with our retention policy.  As such, and in terms of Section 17 of the Freedom of Information (Scotland) Act 2002, this represents a notice that the information you seek is not held by Police Scotland.
The data below has been extracted from Police Scotland’s System to Co-ordination Personnel and Establishment (SCOPE) database. This is a live system and changes daily, therefore for 2024, we have provided the current Operational Safety Training (OST) figures and for 2023 we have provided a summary.  The figures relate to Police Constables to Inspectors only.  In Card means they have current OST and Out of Card means their OST has run out and they need to attend a course.  
These delays in training are partly associated to (and recovery from) training suspensions over the festive period of 2023/24.
There is an authorised extension of certification until 31st December 2024 with a sufficiency of training spaces being planned to accommodate training demand.
