Id therefore like to request by means of FOI, the total number of completed pre and post vehicle safety checks carried out by operational officers on Group 3 Response at Coatbridge Police Office between Monday 20th May and Sunday 26th May 2024.
I can advise that during first use on a shift, vehicles should be checked to ensure it is road worthy and safe to use. There is no requirement to carry out a post vehicle check and this responsibility would lie with the next user of the vehicle carrying out the first use checks. 
There were approximately 29 vehicle safety checks during this period (Split between 5 shifts in the time frame).
Can you also provide me an extract copy of all pre and post safety checks carried out by this group between the stated dates.
