Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
1) On what dates in 2024/ 2025 did Police Scotland attend the Controlled Drugs (CD) Local Intelligence Network (LIN) meetings chaired by the Controlled Drugs Accountable Officer (CDAO) in NHS Grampian.
2) Who are the members of the (LIN).
3) In NHS Grampian is the LIN called the LIN or does it have another title.
4) Who are the police members of the LINs in all of NHS Scotland healthcare boards regions.
5) Does Police Scotland receive minutes of LIN meetings.
In this instance, it is important to note that issues concerning controlled drugs are the responsibility of NHS Scotland, not Police Scotland.
As such, the information sought on Local Intelligence Networks (LINs) is not held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act therefore applies.
To be of assistance, I can advise that you may wish to instead direct these questions to NHS Grampian and the other health boards who chair these meetings as they should have a record of attendees/minutes etc:
