Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
1. Number of Vehicle Speed Checks by month, specifically in 20mph zones, that have been conducted by Police Scotland over the last 18 months ending May 2025 in the County of Perth and Kinross.
2. The data must then be split down by town or village for each month and the number of convictions made for vehicles / bicycles exceeding the 20mph speed limit and the range of speeds recorded in each town or village.
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
By way of explanation, Police Scotland do not maintain a central record of speed check activity by officers.  A response would therefore require a manual check of the notebooks of all Local Policing, Road Policing and other specialist officers based within the relevant area during the relevant period - an exercise which I estimate would far exceed the cost limit set out in the Fees Regulations.

3. The future plans for Police Scotland to monitor and actively monitor and charge motorists and cyclists for exceeding the mandatory 20mph zones in the County of Perth and Kinross.
Road safety is a priority for Police Scotland and we are part of a crucial partnership approach.  Officers in local divisions and within our road policing department are out every day educating road users and carrying out enforcement.  We have dedicated intelligence-led patrols on targeted routes to take action against dangerous drivers. Our Speeding Standard Operating Procedure sets out clear direction and operational instructions for officers and staff involved in speed enforcement. 
As outlined within the Enforcement Activity Criteria section of the SOP, “Deployment of resources must prioritise sites which represent the greatest risk and should only be undertaken where considered necessary and in the interest of casualty reduction.”
CrashMap - UK Road Safety Map is a handy open-source mapping tool that allows users to look back over road traffic collision data recorded since 1999.  
With finite resources, we must ensure we deploy at those locations and during those times of day and days of the week where we are likely to maximise casualty reduction potential.
