Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
Can you please provide a copy of CR/0297946/25
The information sought is held by Police Scotland, but I am refusing to provide it in terms of section 16(1) of the Act on the basis that the following exemptions apply:
Section 34(1)(b) – Investigations
Section 35(1)(a)&(b) – Law Enforcement
Section 38(1)(b) – Personal Data (third parties)
Information is exempt if it has at any time been held by Police Scotland for the purposes of an investigation which may lead to a report to the Procurator Fiscal to enable it to be determined whether criminal proceedings should be instituted.
Furthermore, it cannot be in the public interest for Police Scotland to publicly disclose information about police investigations other than via the appropriate criminal justice processes.
Finally, the information sought would amount to the personal data of the parties involved and it is our assessment that disclosure in the circumstances would be unlawful.

If you would like to access your own personal information held by Police Scotland you can submit a Subject Access Request (SAR) to be considered in terms of the Data Protection Act 2018/ GDPR.
If your interest in the information is in relation to individuals who are employed by or volunteer with your organisation, I would advise you to contact Disclosure Scotland.
