For clarity, I would appreciate if the information could be provided in the following format:
•	Annual totals for 2023, 2024, and year-to-date 2025
•	Broken down by postcode sector (e.g. EH45 9LL, EH45 9LP, etc.), if available.
The information sought is not held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act therefore applies.
To explain, “Burglary” is a home office crime category which does not extend to Scotland.  
We could supply info that relates to "Housebreaking" however in order to provide the stats by postcode we would need you to provide the individual postcodes you would like to be checked.
