Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
Please provide answers to the following questions for both 2023 (full year), and separately for 2024 up to and including 31 August:
Of all the speeding offences recorded in your force area, what was the highest speed recorded? 
What was the speed limit of the road where this highest speed was recorded? 
At what time of day was this highest speed recorded? 
On which stretch of road was this highest speed recorded? 
Of all the speeding offences recorded in your force area on roads with a 20mph limit, what was the highest speed recorded? 
Of all the speeding offences recorded in your force area on roads with a 30mph limit, what was the highest speed recorded? 
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
By way of explanation, we cannot search by specific speed. As such a manual search of each individual crime reports would be required to determine any speed information. This is an exercise that will clearly exceed the cost limitations set out within the act. 
To be of assistance, we would be able to provide data in respect of safety camera detected offences only, if that was of interest.
