Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
How many road traffic accidents involving serious injuries and/or fatalities occurred in Midlothian in 2024, where vehicles involved were travelling within the speed limits of 30 - 40mph?
The information sought is not held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act therefore applies.
To explain, the specific speed of vehicles at the time of Road Traffic Collisions (RTC) are not routinely recorded, as in many cases, the exact speed it is not known.  
To be of assistance, RTC statistics are publicly available on the Police Scotland website: Road traffic collision data - Police Scotland and you can filter to the 2024 period and Midlothian area. The statistics also provide details of the speed limit on the road the RTC took place. ​
