Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
A copy of any policy or guidance issued by your force to officers & staff in relation to the display of support for Ukraine (such as wearing a Ukranian flag on uniform) issued since 1/1/22
A copy of any policy or guidance issued by your force to officers & staff in relation to the display of support for Palestine (such as displaying a Palestinian flag on uniform) issued since 1/10/23
I can advise you that Police Scotland does not hold the above requested information.  In terms of Section 17 of the Act, this letter represents a formal notice that information is not held. 
To explain, we do not hold any policy or guidance in relation to displaying support for Ukraine or Palestine.

The number of officers or police staff subject to misconduct proceedings for displaying support for Palestine since 1/10/23
I can advise you that no Police Officers/Police Staff have been subject of misconduct proceedings for the above. 
To be of assistance, the formal conduct process for Police Officers is governed by The Police Service of Scotland (Conduct) Regulations 2014.
As per Regulation 14 of these regulations, “misconduct proceedings” are to be interpreted as matters which have been referred to a misconduct hearing or meeting. 
No specific markers are recorded on the Professional Standards Department database which would identify a subject officer ‘displaying support for Ukraine’ nor ‘displaying support for Palestine’. Therefore, all cases involving a subject officer referred to a misconduct hearing or meeting within the specified periods were manually reviewed to provide this information.
