Police Scotland recognises that security in custody is of paramount importance and that the rights and needs of people in custody are met within the legislative and professional requirements, in accordance with the Lord Advocate’s Guidelines and the provisions of the Criminal Justice (Scotland) Act 2016 and the Criminal Procedure (Scotland) Act 1995.
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
