Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
For each of the financial years 2020-21, 2021-22, 2022-23, 2023-24, and 2024-25, please provide:
The total number of crimes recorded by Police Scotland where the location was a school or school grounds.
A breakdown of these crimes by offence category (e.g. serious assault, robbery, sexual assault, threatening or abusive behaviour, vandalism, etc.).
Please provide this information broken down by year.
Unfortunately, I regret to inform you that I estimate it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request. I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
As explained in our prior response (FOI 25-2800 - Police Scotland Disclosure Log), we are unable to automatically search our crime recording systems to extract crime data based on the use of a general locus, in this case: “school” or “school grounds”. There are no relevant markers available on the Police Scotland crime recording systems, nor is there a search facility available, which would allow for the automatic retrieval of this level of information from any relevant reports. 
To reiterate, the only way to provide an accurate and consistent response to your request would be to manually review every potentially relevant crime report from January 2020 onwards case-by-case to assess their relevancy within your specified locus. 
Unfortunately, given the volume of reports that would be required to be read through for that five-year period, this exercise would far exceed the cost limit set out in the Fees Regulations.
However, should you wish to resubmit your request with address details of schools you have a particular interest in, we may be able to provide further information regarding incidents attended there.

Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only.
