Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
How many Sergeant posts currently (month of October and November 2025) exist geographically in West Command area where there is no regular requirement to deploy operationally and no requirement to work night shifts.
Simply looking for the numbers of vacancies that fit the above criteria.
Please note, we are unable to provide data on which posts have no requirement to deploy as we do not categorise posts/roles as deployable or not deployable. 
Please be aware that we have detailed below how many posts have no night shifts in the post pattern however, Officers in the post can still be deployed as night shift through either their own personal pattern or for a particular reason e.g. a specific event. 
As of 1st October 2025, there were 11 Sergeant vacant posts, 7 of these posts have no night shifts in the post shift pattern. 
As of 1st November 2025, there were 13 Sergeant vacant posts, 6 of these posts have no night shifts in the post shift pattern.
