Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
Under the Freedom of Information Act 2000, I request detailed information regarding shoplifting incidents within the Helensburgh area from January 1, 2023, to January 1, 2024.  Specifically, I would like to know:
1. The total number of shoplifting incidents reported within the specified time.
2. A breakdown of these incidents by specific areas within Helensburgh, if available. 
3. Details of the outcomes of these incidents, including any charges, arrests, or prosecutions, ensuring that personal details remain anonymised.
The information sought is held by Police Scotland, but I am refusing to provide it in terms of section 16(1) of the Act on the basis that the section 25(1) exemption applies:
“Information which the applicant can reasonably obtain other than by requesting it is exempt information”.
The information sought is publicly available at Crime data - Police Scotland
Prosecution information is not held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act therefore applies.

4. In what kind of places did these incidents occur? Were they in supermarkets, for example? A breakdown of this will be helpful, if it is possible. 
5. Were people injured during these shoplifting incidents? 
6. If it is possible to provide these details, what are the most common items shoplifted? And if it is mainly money, how much do they get away with?
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  
I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
To explain, each crime report would have to be individually assessed to extract and note the level of detail required.

If you remain dissatisfied following our review response, you can appeal to the Office of the Scottish Information Commissioner (OSIC) within 6 months - online, by email or by letter (OSIC, Kinburn Castle, Doubledykes Road, St Andrews, KY16 9DS).
Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only. 
This response will be added to our Disclosure Log in seven days' time.
