Unfortunately, the information sought is not held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act therefore applies. 
By way of explanation, I can advise that Police Scotland does not routinely record the policing hours (i.e. resources deployed), nor the costs associated with any specific operation or investigation.  
The nature of policing means that officers are deployed to wherever their services are most required. As such, then number of officers required throughout an investigation will constantly fluctuate; officers can be involved in one or multiple investigations and can be redeployed to other duties at any given time. 
Additionally, officers will be drawn from different areas, based on their skill set and expertise, with the appropriate Division meeting the cost of their core time.
