The data provided by our statistical unit has been checked and I can confirm that all of the offences recorded under Question 1 were recorded against the streets listed above.

3) To be specific, the data should include all crimes and offences recorded under the Scottish Government Crime Recording Standard, and should include the designated offence codes together with the crime title assigned to that code.
The table above sets out the Scottish Crime code alongside the classification. In relation to ‘Other Group 2 Offences’, I can confirm that these include the following offences: 
201402 – Rape – F(16+)
201605 – Sexual Assault – M(16+) 
201704 – Voyeurism 
‘Other Group 3 Offences’ include the following offences: 
302204 – Theft of a pedal cycle 
302300 – Reset 
303101 – Currency offences
302103 – In building with intent to steal 



4) In regard to these figures, please also indicate whether or not the reported matter was detected and proceeded with either, by reporting to the Procurator Fiscal, the Children’s’ Reporter, or by way of a caution, fixed penalty or other pathway such as non hate crime incidents.
Of the 185 recorded crimes, 121 of these are showing as “detected”. Detected crimes are those where an accused has been identified and there exists a sufficiency of evidence under Scots Law to justify consideration of criminal proceedings.
Unfortunately, the only way to identify which course of action was taken in each case we would need to review each crime report, and associated Prosecution reports to identify this information. 
I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.

Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only. 
This response will be added to our Disclosure Log in seven days' time.
