I’m submitting a Freedom of Information request as part of a data project examining public safety around electric vehicle (EV) charging infrastructure across the UK.
Please could you provide the following information for your force area, covering the period 1st January 2020 to 30th September 2025 (or most recent available):
The number of reported crimes that took place:
At public EV charging stations
Or within 50 metres of a public EV charging station
Please break this down by:
Year
Crime type
Location (postcode or nearest street)
If recorded, please also include:
Whether CCTV footage was available
Whether the area was lit at the time (if noted)
If this request exceeds the cost limit, please prioritise providing:
A total yearly crime count near EV charging stations
The top 10 most affected locations
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
By way of explanation, there is no method to extract incident data using a general locus, in this case "EV charging point". 
Researching your request would therefore require the individual assessment of all crime reports to establish whether relevant to your request.
