We have carried out a search of our STORM incident recording system for any incidents on the A823 road, classified as follows - which we assessed to be of potential relevance:
· Animals - straying/ injured
· Animals - nuisance 
· Animals - abandoned
· Animals - causing danger
A further assessment of this data resulted in 19 incidents concerning cattle/ cows, but on further review only 9 include references to Knockhill Racing Circuit.
