Please can I request this data to be broken down by year. I.e number of reports in 2020, 2021, 2022, etc.
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.

The only way to provide you with this information in an accurate and consistent manner would be to individually examine each crime of theft report created on our systems to determine the nature of the items stolen. Considering the numbers of incidents involved this is clearly an exercise which would exceed the cost limitations of the Act.
