We cannot search our systems based on organisations linked to individuals who reported crimes / incidents, but we have provided all crimes and incidents at locus to be of assistance. 
Regarding providing crime reference numbers, the crime reference numbers are held by Police Scotland, but I am refusing to provide them in terms of section 16(1) of the Act.
Personal data - where it is assessed that disclosure would contravene the data protection principles as defined in the Act - is exempt from disclosure in terms of section 38(1)(b) of the Act. 
The exemptions outlined at sections 34(1)(b) and 35(1)(a)&(b) of the Act also apply on the basis that any information held would be held for the purpose of an investigation, and disclosure would prejudice the law enforcement functions of the force.
The public interest overwhelmingly lies in protecting individuals’ right to privacy and honouring their expectation of confidentiality.
