Similarly, airports can contact the police to report an incident such as a border policing matter etc.
It would not therefore be accurate to say that the figures provided represent ‘call outs’ - or only those incidents which relate to reports of crimes or disturbances. 
All statistics are provisional and should be treated as management information. 
Data was extracted from Police Scotland systems and are correct as at 10 July 2025. 
Data has been extracted based on the incident raised date.
