Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
-Can you tell me how many parcels from Royal Mail, DHL, Evri (formerly Hermes) and Parcel Force have been intercepted and/or detained by Police Scotland due to intelligence they contain illegal drugs since 2014? Including 2024
-Can you break down the drug by class and/or name? ie Class A drugs or cocaine or marijuana. 
-If you hold the information, could you tell me how much the categories of drugs weigh? i.e 1kg of cocaine or 500g of marijuana. I will also accept any other size value for the packages. 
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
By way of explanation each report relating to drug offences would have to be manually assessed to determine relevance to parcels. This search would then have to be further broken down to find the company, drug type and weight. Considering the fact that there have been 1480 recorded drug offences for the first financial quarter of this year alone, demonstrates that this is an exercise that clearly far exceeds the cost threshold set out within the act.

If you remain dissatisfied following our review response, you can appeal to the Office of the Scottish Information Commissioner (OSIC) within 6 months - online, by email or by letter (OSIC, Kinburn Castle, Doubledykes Road, St Andrews, KY16 9DS).
Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only.
