I would like to submit a FOI request in regards to the intersection of Mountblow road and Dumbarton Road Dalmuir West Dunbartonshire. 
I would like to know any figures available regarding traffic accidents that have occurred in the last three years. 
The information sought is held by Police Scotland, but I am refusing to provide it in terms of section 16(1) of the Act on the basis that the section 25(1) exemption applies:
“Information which the applicant can reasonably obtain other than by requesting it […] is exempt information”.
