Please be advised, we are only able to provide Officer hours where there was a low number of Orange Parades. For Ayrshire, Glasgow and Lanarkshire, unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance. To provide you with the man hours for these divisions would be too costly as we would be required to do an individual review of each procession. 
For North East and V Division, due to there being no parades, the information sought is not held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act therefore applies.
