Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
How many drivers were stopped by officers in your force area on December 24, 2024?
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
To explain, to collate this information we would need to look through notebooks of all Police Officers on duty on this date. This would cost well in excess of the £600 and 40 hours prescribed by the Scottish Ministers under the Act.

How many of the drivers stopped were subject to any kind of action regarding the safety of their tyres? (e.g. drivers advised to replace worn tyres, drivers instructed to replace worn tyres or face enforcement action, vehicles taken off the road due to poor tyre condition)

Please can you provide the number of Traffic Offence Reports (TOR) that are recorded for tyre related offences for the date of 24/12/2024?
I can advise there was 1 report recorded for Tyres (lump/bulge/tear) on 24 December 2024.
