I am requesting all information relating to Police Constable Katie Barrett June 2018 when she was disciplined for racist language, referring to the takeaway staff as effing N words and P words at the Spice of Punjab restaurant in Newcastle.
1. Was she charged with any crime
2. Did she receive and RPW
3. Is she working again for the Police
4. Was she placed on the DBS Enhanced Disclosure Barring Service.
The information sought is not held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act applies.
It is our understanding, from information available in the public domain, that the individual you refer to worked with Northumbria Police, not Police Scotland.
Chief Constable Jo Farrell was the senior officer on the relevant Police Appeals Tribunal (PAT) in 2019 while she worked at Durham Police.

Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only.
