How many violent incidents were reported to Police Scotland from either lecturer or pupil
How many reports are with SEN schools (Special Educational Needs) and Mainstream Schools.
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
To explain, we have no means of searching crime reports based on the occupation of the accused or the type of premises.  Researching your request would therefore require the individual assessment of all potentially relevant crime reports.
