Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
Please provide a full schedule of all items seized from guests on 8 November 2024, in connection with Operation Agro, across all locations attended as part of that operation.
For the avoidance of doubt, this request relates specifically to property seized from individuals present as paying guests, including (but not limited to): Mobile telephones, Cash, Personal effects, Identification documents, Any other items taken from guests during the operation.
For each item seized, please provide where held on record: 1. A brief description of the item, 2. The location at which it was seized, 3. The time and date of seizure, 4. The legal basis recorded for seizure, 5. The current status of the item (returned, retained, destroyed, transferred, etc.), 6. The reference number or log under which the seizure was recorded.
I am not limiting this request to specific addresses, as the operation name, date, and classification of the individuals as guests should be sufficient to identify all relevant records held.
In terms of section 18 of the Act, I am refusing to confirm or deny whether the information sought exists or is held by Police Scotland.  Section 18 applies where the following two conditions are met:
· It would be contrary to the public interest to reveal whether the information is held.
Whilst we accept that you may have a particular professional interest in being informed as to whether the information sought is held, the overwhelming public interest lies in protecting the integrity of Police Scotland investigations/ operations.
· If the information was held, it would be exempt from disclosure.  In this instance, the following exemptions would apply:
Section 38(1)(b) – Personal Data
The information sought is held by Police Scotland, but I am refusing to provide it in terms of section 16(1) of the Act on the basis that the exemption set out at section 38(1)(b) of the Act applies - personal data.
Personal data is defined in Article 4 of the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) as:
‘Information relating to an identified or identifiable natural person (“data subject”); an identifiable natural person is one who can be identified, directly or indirectly, in particular by reference to an identifier such as a name, an identification number, location data, an online identifier or to one or more factors specific to the physical, physiological, genetic, mental, economic, cultural or social identity of that natural person’.
Section 38(2A) of the Act provides that personal data is exempt from disclosure where disclosure would contravene any of the data protection principles set out at Article 5(1) of the GDPR which states that:
‘Personal data shall be processed lawfully, fairly and in a transparent manner in relation to the data subject’.
Article 6 of the GDPR goes on to state that processing shall be lawful only if certain conditions are met. The only potentially applicable condition is Article 6(1)(f) which states:
‘Processing is necessary for the purposes of the legitimate interests pursued by the controller or by a third party, except where such interests are overridden by the interests or fundamental rights and freedoms of the data subject which require protection of personal data, in particular where the data subject is a child’.
Whilst I accept that you may have a legitimate interest with regards the disclosure of this information, I do not agree that disclosure could be considered necessary in the circumstances.
Notwithstanding, I am further of the view that your interests are overridden by the interests or fundamental rights and freedoms of the data subjects.
On that basis, it is considered that disclosure of the information sought would be unlawful.
Furthermore, any information held for the purpose of a police investigation is exempt from disclosure in terms of section 34(1)(b) of the Act and section 35(1)(a) & (b) would also apply insofar as disclosure of any such information would be prejudicial to the law enforcement role of Police Scotland more generally.
