Please provide the following information for Falkirk for the period 1 April 2024 to 30 September 2024:
1. Total number of recorded sexually aggravated offences.
Between 1 April 2024 and 30 September 2024 there were 76 recorded group 2 (sexual) crimes in Falkirk (defined as the area covered by Falkirk North and Falkirk South Local Authority multi-member wards).
51 of those crimes are detected - those where an accused has been identified and there exists a sufficiency of evidence under Scots Law to justify consideration of criminal proceedings.
All statistics are provisional and should be treated as management information.
