Police Scotland seize vehicles, including e-scooters, for two reasons only - in terms of section 165A of the Road Traffic Act 1988 (not having a driving license and/or insurance), and in terms of the Antisocial Behaviour (Scotland) Act.
However, as this request relates to Road Traffic Collisions, we have also included data on recovered e-scooters - in terms of section 99 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (abandoned, obstructing, dangerous and/or broken-down vehicles), Common Law (criminal investigations – i.e. scenes of crime examinations), and the Civic Government (Scotland) Act 1982 (removal of prisoner’s vehicles/ vehicles not on a road etc.).
To be of assistance, this FOI response from October 2025 includes data on e-scooters seized only: FOI 25-3122  (Vehicle Seizure Stats - E-Scooters) - Police Scotland
