Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
A 2.1M width restriction was imposed in Golf Road, Aberdeen some years ago.  Enforcement of this traffic restriction lies with Police Scotland.
Can you please advise me of the number of fixed penalties or occasions where drivers have been reported for a prosecution for this offence since 1 January 2024 to 31 December 2024 inclusive and also 1 January 2025 to 1 June 2025 inclusive.
A search of Police systems was conducted for Group 8 (road traffic) crimes recorded on Golf Road, Aberdeen (North East Division) within the date range provided. A total of 29 crimes were returned.
Each of these has been manually checked for relevance and I can confirm that there are zero crimes recorded at this location for the specified offence.
