Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
Property - Clachnaharry Nursing Home, 41 Clachnaharry Road, Inverness IV3 8RA
I am sure you will appreciate the remaining incident descriptions still look like they do not apply to an unoccupied vacant building. I am trying to ascertain which incidents specifically relate to damage to our building and which of these were made I aware of.
With regards to any incidents you were made aware of, as previously advised in our response to FOI 24-2006 24-2006 - Incident stats - Clachnaharry Nursing Home, Inverness - 2019 TD - Police Scotland, technically this falls under a Subject Access Request (SAR) and will therefore be considered in terms of the Data Protection Act 2018/ GDPR as explained on our website.
Our Data Protection team will contact you separately in relation to these questions.
In terms of section 18 of the Act, I am therefore refusing to confirm or deny whether Police Scotland holds information about you.  
The public interest overwhelmingly lies in protecting your right to privacy and an individual’s own personal information is exempt from disclosure in terms of the exemption at section 38(1)(a). 
I understand that the statement above may seem confusing and/ or unhelpful in the circumstances, but I would stress once again that this is the response to your FOI request only - a SAR will be progressed separately.

With regards to the incidents reported, the table below provide further information in relation to the nature of the calls, as well as if any damage to the property was reported at the time of the call.
Please note, with regards to the incident reported on 14th April 2024 in relation to the fire at the property, the table below states no damage reported. This does not signify the fire did not cause any damage, it simply means the call was to report there was a fire at the property. Any damage caused would not be relayed during the initial reporting of the incident.

I would ask that you note that all incidents which come to the attention of Police Scotland are recorded on STORM, Police Scotland’s incident management system. An incident may not involve recourse to formal criminal proceedings, as individuals report varying matters to the police, some of which allege criminality, and others merely report observations. All such calls are recorded on STORM as an incident; however, the recorded incident does not always result in a corresponding recorded crime.
