Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
The number of times the police have been called to attend incidents at Aberdeen, Edinburgh, Glasgow, Glasgow Prestwick, and Inverness airports in the years 2022/23, 2023/24 and 2024/25.
The table below details relevant recorded incidents by financial year from 01/04/2022-31/03/2025. A breakdown has been provided of those where police attended. 
It should be noted that whilst incidents can be recorded as a result of a 101 or 999 call from a member of the public for example, they can also be recorded as a result of an officer at a premises reporting a matter via their radio to the area control room. Similarly, airports can contact the police to report an incident such as a border policing matter etc.
It would not therefore be accurate to say that the figures provided represent ‘call outs’ – or only those incidents which relate to reports of crimes or disturbances.
