I would like to know the number of 'crypto-muggings' investigated by Police Scotland in the last year (Nov 2024 to Oct 2025). I am referring to incidents where digital currency is transferred away from a victim's account without their knowledge or consent. 
Please provide the total number of incidents as well as a short anonymised summary of each including the date, location and amount stolen. 
[bookmark: _Hlk191376047]Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
To explain, incidents would be recorded as 'fraud' in accordance with the Scottish Crime Recording Standard and are not thereafter searchable by sub-type.  To answer your request we would have to review all fraud crime reports for relevance.
