Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
How many cases of catalytic converter theft were registered in your constituency each year between 2019 and 2024?
Unfortunately, I regret to inform you that I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
By way of explanation, I can advise that it is not possible to carry out a search of theft crime reports based on the nature of property stolen being “catalytic converter”; there are no relevant markers available on the Police Scotland crime recording systems which would allow for the automatic retrieval of this level of information. Similarly, it is also not possible to conduct a keyword search of the body of a crime report for specific words/ phrases. 
Therefore, the only way to provide an accurate response to your request would be to manually review each crime report relating to a theft offence across Scotland from 1st of January 2019 onwards case-by-case to ascertain whether the property stolen was a catalytic converter specifically. 
Unfortunately, given the volume of reports that would be required to be read through for that six-year period requested, this exercise would far exceed the cost limit set out in the Fees Regulations.

How many of these cases resulted in a conviction?
Police Scotland does not hold criminal conviction/ prosecution data and section 17 of the Act therefore applies - you may however wish to contact the Crown Office and Procurator Fiscal Service (COPFS) and/ or the Scottish Courts Service for this.
