Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
How many injuries from dog attacks of any breed have there been in Scotland in the calendar years of 2024 and 2025?
How many injuries from dog attacks from XL bullies have there been in Scotland in the calendar years of 2024 and 2025?
Can you please provide the numbers per year separately and not together.
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
By way of explanation, there is neither an incident nor crime classification code for 'dog attacks' specifically, it would be logged as an 'animal' incident or a 'dangerous dogs' offence​. All reports would have to be individually reviewed however to establish breed and whether injury occurred – an exercise which would clearly exceed the cost limit set out in the Fees regulations.
