Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
Under the Freedom of Information (Scotland) Act 2002, I am requesting the following information:
1. A breakdown of the number of violent incidents recorded in each Glasgow school (primary, secondary, and special schools) for the past five academic years (2020/21 to 2024/25 inclusive).
2. For each school, please provide:
   - The total number of violent incidents recorded internally by the school and reported to Glasgow City Council.
   - The total number of violent incidents reported to Police Scotland.
   - Where available, the categorisation of incidents (e.g., assault on pupil, assault on staff, use of weapon, serious injury).
3. Please provide the data in tabular format (school name, year, number of incidents, category if available).
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
By way of explanation, there is no method to extract incident data using a general locus, in this case "school". 
Should you wish to resubmit your request with address details of specific schools you have an interest in, we may be able to provide further information regarding incidents attended
