Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
Please provide the following data for each calendar year from 2019 to 2025 (inclusive):
1. The total number of recorded road traffic collisions identified as “fail to stop collisions” or “fail to stop RTCs”.
A total of 1,556 road traffic collisions (RTCs) are recorded for the period 01/01/2019-30/06/2025, where at least one vehicle involved is recorded as ‘hit and run’ on the Police Scotland RTC CRaSH database.
Please note that a reportable collision is defined at section 170 of the Road Traffic Act 1988 and describes the legal responsibility on those drivers involved to report the matter to the police.  Where those involved exchange personal details, there is no legal requirement to report a collision to the police, and this applies particularly to non-injury collisions.
As such, there may have been other collisions at the location specified in your request, which were not reported to Police Scotland, or which were reported, but did not require a collision report to be created.  Any such incidents will therefore not be included within the data.
2. A breakdown of these incidents by:
· Year/Month
· Whether any injuries were recorded (if available, broken down by severity: minor, serious, fatal)
Figures provided in tables below.
All statistics are provisional and should be treated as management information. 
Data was extracted from Police Scotland systems and are correct as at 19/07/2025.
Following implementation within D Division on 12 June 2019, CRaSH was implemented across all other Divisions on 3 July 2019, replacing the existing RTC recording procedures. 
Data is subject to change - will be updated at the next CRaSH data extract on 3/08/2025.
Each record would need to be read to confirm the full circumstances.

· Outcome (e.g. suspect identified, suspect charged, no suspect traced)
By ‘outcome’ it is assumed you are looking for any information as regards associated criminality.
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
To explain, any such information would be held in crime/ case recording systems as opposed to the RTC CRaSH database, meaning that all road traffic offence data would have to be cross referred with the RTCs listed above, to establish whether any recorded/ detected offences were connected to the collision. 
Given the numbers involved, that is an exercise which I estimate would far exceed the threshold cost set out in the Act.

3. The number of individuals arrested or charged in connection with hit-and-run incidents each year.
The Criminal Justice (Scotland) Act 2016 removed the separate concepts of arrest and detention and replaced them with a power of arrest without warrant - where there are reasonable grounds for suspecting a person has committed, or is committing, an offence. 
When a person is arrested, a statement of arrest should be read over as soon as reasonably practicable, and details recorded in the arresting officer’s notebook.  
A person is ‘Not Officially Accused’ (a suspect) when arrested and not cautioned and charged.  They are ‘Officially Accused’ once arrested and cautioned and charged.
If conveyed to a police station, the arrested person will have their details recorded in our National Custody System.  
There are situations however whereby a person must be released from police custody prior to their arrival at a police station - effectively they are ‘de-arrested’ - where the reasonable grounds for suspicion no longer exist.  In those circumstances, the details of an arrested person are not held electronically. 
As a result, we are unfortunately unable to collate comprehensive arrest data, as case by case assessment of all officer notebooks would be required - in addition to the partial arrest data held in the National Custody System.
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request and I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
For the reasons outlined above, Police Scotland do not collate data on arrests.  
Instead, data is compiled and published based on recorded and detected crimes - Crime data - Police Scotland.  
Detected crimes are those where an accused has been identified and there exists a sufficiency of evidence under Scots Law to justify consideration of criminal proceedings.
To be of assistance we have provided figures on Detected crimes with charge code ‘Fail to Stop after accident’ below for the period 01/01/2019 - 31/08/2025 (inclusive)

Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
To explain, to establish this level of detail, each incident/ crime would need to be manually reviewed to identity those of relevance – an exercise which would clearly far exceed the threshold cost set out in the Act.
