Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
Under the Freedom of Information (Scotland) Act 2002, I hereby request all recorded information held by Police Scotland relating to road traffic collisions in the Dunfermline area on 20 October 2023, specifically any incidents that match the following description:
• Location: motorway / trunk road near Dunfermline (please include any incidents on the M90 or nearby slip roads / junctions that relate to Dunfermline).
• Date: 20 October 2023 (please include the full 24-hour period).
• Vehicle description: a white Dodge Challenger vrm XXXX XXX (or reports referencing a white Dodge or a white US-style coupe/hatchback).
Please provide the following information (where held and not exempt):
Incident report(s) and investigation records relating to any collision(s) that match the description above (including incident reference numbers).
Date and time of any reported incident(s).
Exact location (road name/junction) of each incident.
Details of the vehicles involved (make/colour where recorded), and whether a white Dodge Challenger is mentioned.
Injury status summary (fatal / serious / slight / no injury) as recorded in the police report.
Any associated witness statements, CCTV/traffic camera logs, or ANPR logs relevant to the incident(s) (if full footage cannot be released, please provide incident timestamps and camera IDs).
Actions taken by Police Scotland (e.g., attendance times, referrals to other agencies, arrests, charges, vehicle recovery/towing notes).
Copies of any public-facing press releases or internal bulletins related to the incident(s).
I am refusing to confirm or deny whether the personal information sought exists or is held by Police Scotland in terms of section 18 of the Act.  Section 18 applies where the following two conditions are met:
· It would be contrary to the public interest to reveal whether the information is held.
Whilst we accept that you may have a particular personal interest in being informed as to whether the information sought is held, the overwhelming public interest lies in protecting individuals’ right to privacy and their expectation of confidence as regards their information.
· If the information was held, it would be exempt from disclosure.  In this instance, sections 38(1)(b) and 38(1)(2A) of the Act apply insofar as you have requested third party personal data, the disclosure of which would contravene the data protection principles set out in the Act.

Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only.
