· Interpret or guide how Police Scotland applies a duty to investigate corruption “even if the victim resides outside your territorial jurisdiction,” particularly where the alleged misconduct involves another statutory regulator (e.g. SRA, Legal Ombudsman) or an out-of-Scotland police force.
· Set out the decision-making or referral protocols used when Police Scotland receives intelligence or complaints about corruption outside Scotland, whether via the UK Anti-Corruption Network, Interpol channels, or direct hand-over to another force’s Professional Standards Department or the IOPC.
No such interpretation, guide or protocols are held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act therefore applies.

Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only.
