I am writing to request information concerning complaints made to the Lanarkshire Division about injuries sustained by pro-Palestine protesters following contact with the Lanarkshire Division between October 2023 and October 2024:
(1) Total number of complaints received concerning injury to Pro-Palestine protesters  officers in the Lanarkshire Division in the context and time period described above.
(2) Number of such complaints that resulted in an explanation or apology from Police Scotland.
(3) Number of such complaints that resulted in officer training.
(4) Number of such complaints that required further investigation.
The Police Scotland Complaints About the Police Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) outlines how we deal with complaints relating to officers and members of police staff.
Complaints are recorded in accordance with the categories listed at appendices C and D.  
In relation to your request, allegation categories assault and excessive force have been reviewed for the period 01/10/2023 to 31/10/2024 inclusive.
The information sought is not held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act therefore applies. 
By way of explanation, there have been 0 complaints in Q Division about injuries sustained by pro-Palestine protesters.
