Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
I am writing to request information under the Freedom of Information (Scotland) Act 2002 regarding police-attended incidents recorded on the STORM system for the following streets in Aberdeen, UK: Union Grove, Sunnyside Road, and Balmoral Road.
Please provide the number of incidents from 1st January 2015 to 16th April 2025 (or the most recent available data), broken down by:
-Year
-Final incident type (e.g., disturbance, assault, theft, sudden death, housebreaking, etc.)
-Total incidents per year for each street
If possible, please include any incidents categorised as “sudden death”, “suicide/attempt/self-harm”, and “housebreaking” as separate categories, as referenced in FOI response 23-0054 for similar incident types.
I understand that the data provided will be provisional management information extracted from the STORM system. If any part of this request cannot be fulfilled, please advise on alternative sources or direct me to the relevant authority, such as the National Records of Scotland for broader statistics.
Please see Table 1 at the end of this document which provides the number of attended incidents, recorded on Police Scotland’s incident recording system, STORM, from 1 January 2015 to 16th April 2025 at the above-mentioned addresses, broken down by final incident type.
The number of attended sudden death incidents is included in the table below. 
National Records of Scotland publish information regarding the prevalence of suicide in Scotland. Information is available online broken down by local authority area.
