This can occur due to the reactive nature of policing, as well as being influenced by training levels and supply of PPE. This number of ‘Near Miss’ weekly submissions is down from last 
week.

The amount of forms submitted continues to be attributable to the process for requesting an asymptomatic COVID-19 screening test due to an occupational risk, requiring the 
submission of a ‘near miss’ form. Many of the reports would not have been submitted without this requirement. The number of incidents where a lack of PPE is identified has not risen.
