Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
I am trying to find out information on the agreement between Police Scotland and the Hibernian Football Club agreement on the road closure to residents of the complex XXXX XXXX Edinburgh.
When my husband and myself bought our flat we were assured by our solicitor that we would never be stopped  gaining access to our home, and that residents rights would be considered if ever caught up in football traffic. On the  rare occasion this has happened, we have been aggressively spoken to by Hibernian staff security and flatly refused to be allowed to gain entry in to our home, and been told that this is on the order of Police Scotland.
We would like to know what rights Police Scotland has by giving this order? and what rights do we have as residents? and any information regarding this issue.
Unfortunately, the information sought is not held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act therefore applies.
By way of explanation, Police Scotland are not involved in the application for, nor the implementation of, the road closures for football fixtures in Edinburgh.
It is the football clubs themselves who apply to the City of Edinburgh Council for road closures, and they employ a traffic management company to implement them.

Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only.
