Between 31 May 2021 and 30 May 2024 the highest speed recorded on the A9 between Perth and Inverness was 126mph near the junction with The Whinnies.

2. The number of vehicles that were caught speeding on the road in the past three years?
The number of vehicles detected speeding between 31 May 2021 and 30 May 2024 on the A9 between Perth and Inverness was 14,853.

3. The number of vehicle owners who were caught using mobile phones while driving?
The number of detected mobile phone offences on the A9 between Perth and Inverness between 31 May 2021 and 30 May 2024 was 181.
